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Dr. Scott Peck tells us that certain memories linger for a reason.  The reason can 
be interesting in itself. I have a memory that has lingered for a couple of reasons.  
Shortly after my brother and I had been ordained and were engaged in parish 
ministry, an enjoyably vague but enthusiastic relative said to us, ―Boys, we are so 
proud of what you are doing! Now what exactly do you do?‖  
 
The memory of that question has lingered, partly because someone in the family 
will repeat it at most reunions and partly because I have never been able to give a 
conclusively definitive answer. One ordained colleague suggested this succinct 
response: ―We share the glory of God within the community of Jesus Christ‖. Not bad. 
What it lacks in elaboration it provides in concision. So did Jesus himself. He 
perfected for us the freeing art of stating important truths so simply and directly 
that we cannot miss his meaning unless we want to. 
 
That very ability is one of the great gifts of Josh Walters. He has shared it simply 
and directly in this community of Jesus Christ. In a world that too often witnesses 
more embellishment than clarity, his simple and unique ministry brings an 
excitingly clear focus: the glory of God within this community of Jesus Christ.  
 
In the Second Century, the ―Early Church Father‖ Irenaeus stated that ―The Glory 
of God is man fully alive‖. Many remember that quote for its simplicity. In sharing 
himself with us, Josh shows us that simple yet transforming reality and defines in 
action the true nature of ministry within a parish. 
 
Certain memories linger for a reason. Josh will linger in our memories because he 
is uniquely Josh and because he has shown us that indeed ―It is a gift to be simple‖ 
if that phrase can be understood as meaning simply ourselves.  
 
Thanks for the friendship, Josh, and ―thanks for the memories.‖
