Endowment, Memorial and Churchyard as of December 31, 2009 and December 31, 2010. This
statement is titled Summarized Consolidated Balance Sheet.

e The Churchdés annual Gener al Fund income statel
and Budget 2011. This reflects thetdalay functions of the Church; Personnel, Music, Outreach,
Building and Rectory costs being the major line items. This statement is titted Summarized Financial
Informationi General Fund. The 2011 Budget was approved by the Vestry on January 13, 2011.

Consolidated Balance Shget2/31/10

The consolidated balance sheet of the Church as of December 31, 2010 consists of the General, Memorial

Endowment and Churchyard Fund bal ances, all of

The General Fund asset balance at 12/31/10 shows about a $50,000 decrease from the 2009 level of $39:
to $345,561 due to essentially two items. The first reason is that the Outreach Committee caught up with
their spending in 2010 as you can see the Outreach Payable at year end went down from $63,695 in 2009
$27,198, a $35,000 drop. This is good news, not bad news. In total, the Outreach Committee gave away
approximately $156, 000 in 2010 to causes way mo

Our Endowment Fund was up $148, 000 or 7.8% in 2
this year and we have maintained our split of assets of 60% equities and 40% fixed income. This increase
assets is after distributing $64,000 of income from the Fund for Outreach. The Churchyard Fund showed &
$12,700 increase over 2009 levels due the upturn in the stock market and some plot sales. Much of our
Churchyard capital i's held in Vanguardds Wi ndso
Memorial Fund showed a small $4,700 increase due to contributions and little spending from that account.

2010 Actual Results€€Commentary

The Church had a fine year financially in 2010. Pledge, Plate and Special Giving income, our single larges
source of revenue, was 4.0% ahead of last year and 6.0% ahead of our 2010 Budget at $583,385. Azalea
was slightly below the 2010 Budget of $31,000, but this was after the Accounting Warden unilaterally raise
the Azalea Day Budget. The 2011 Budget is back down to the $30,000 level, an amount the gang can eas
reach this year. The Nursery School returned to its customary $21,000 payment to the Church in 2010 for
of our building and investment income was assisted a bit by another rising stock market in 2010.

Our expense control in 2010 was not nearly as stellar as our revenue achievements. Because of rising he
care costs, we were over our Personnel budget by $5,000. We continue to seek ways to reduce our healtf
cost burden. We also allocated some of our 2010 profit to a small bonus for the staff, which is well dégerv

The building expenditures continue to haunt us as our property is getting older and requiring more upkeep.
Michael Johnson, our Property Warden, does everything he can to minimize spending without being reckle
and costing us more money eventually.
